Visa of the Republic of Uzbekistan
For CESS Tashkent 2022, the University of World Economy and Diplomacy will issue visa invitation letters to conference participants. 1. The citizens of countries which have to obtain a standard entry visa of Uzbekistan (all countries which are not mentioned in the following sections of this guide)
According to the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan foreign citizens and stateless persons can enter Uzbekistan or travel through its territory for transit on the basis of entrance visas only.
Foreign citizens and stateless persons can get visas at the diplomatic representations and consular missions of the Republic of Uzbekistan abroad on the basis of the visa support (confirmation of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan).
Visa support is issued on the basis of application of the inviting organization, company and persons who are permanently or temporarily residing in Uzbekistan and submitted to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
In order to apply for the visa, foreign citizens and stateless persons are to submit the following documents to the diplomatic representation or consular mission of Uzbekistan abroad:
· passport or document of stateless person, expiry date of which must exceed the visa’s period of validity not less than 3 months;
· 2 copies of duly completed visa application form (https://visa.mfa.uz/site/index?language=en  );
· 2 passport-size coloured photos.
Foreign citizens and stateless persons arriving from the countries where there is no diplomatic representation or consular mission of the Republic of Uzbekistan can get visas upon arrival at the Visa Section of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan at the Tashkent International Airport. In this case the inviting physical or juridical person in Uzbekistan must apply in advance to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan in due order, get visa confirmation (stamp) of the Visa Division of the Consular Department and forward it to the invited person. This confirmation should be shown by invited person while buying an air-ticket and passing through passport control and the visa shall be issued on its basis on arrival at the Visa Section of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan at the Tashkent International Airport.
If you are the citizen of the country which requires a visa to enter Uzbekistan, please send email akram.umarov@gmail.com and islomxon.gafarov@mail.ru. These representatives of the University of World Economy and Diplomacy will provide you with the official invitation letter and facilitate the CESS conference participant’s visa application process. 
The legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan has set the following consular fees for the visa issuance:
a) For single entry visas:
up to 7 days — $40;
up to 15 days — $50;
up to 30 days — $60;
up to 3 months — $80;
up to 6 months — $120;
up to 1 year — $160.
Note: For each additional entry the fee shall be increased by $10.
b) For multiple entry visas:
up to 6 months — $150;
up to 1 year — $250.
Except these fees the fees for reimbursement of actual expenses related to the visa issuance (administrative fees) will also be paid. The rates of these fees depend on the place of visa issuance (irrespective of applicant’s citizenship).
For US citizens - $160 (ordinary – 3 business days) and $240 (urgent – 5 business days).
Except these fees the fees for reimbursement of actual expenses related to the visa issuance (administrative fees) will also be paid. The rates of these fees depend on the place of visa issuance (irrespective of applicant’s citizenship).
2. A bilateral visa-free regime has been established with Kyrgyzstan (up to 60 days), Tajikistan (up to 30 days), Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia and Ukraine.
3. A visa-free regime is introduced for 30 days period for citizens of

The visa-free regime applies to citizens of these countries, holders of all categories of passports (diplomatic, service and civil) planning to visit the Republic of Uzbekistan for up to 30 days, regardless of the purpose of their trip. In order to enter the country, a person must have a valid national passport or another substitute document used for travel to foreign countries.
The visa-free regime does not apply to stateless persons permanently residing in the territories of these countries.
Accordingly, the visa-free regime is valid for 30 days from the date of entry into Uzbekistan. Before the end of the 30-day visa-free stay period, a foreign citizen must leave the Republic of Uzbekistan. Exceeding the 30-day visa-free stay is recognized as violation of the Rules of stay of foreign citizens in the Republic of Uzbekistan.
Accordingly, if it is necessary to stay in Uzbekistan for more than 30 days, a foreign citizen must obtain an entry visa to the Republic of Uzbekistan in accordance with the established procedure, corresponding to the purpose of his trip.
4. Visa-free entry to the Republic of Uzbekistan for foreign citizens up to 16 year old with biometric travel document. In this case they must be accompanied by legal representatives and they can stay in Uzbekistan for the duration of the visa of the accompanying person, but not more than ninety days since the date of entry into the country.
5. A visa-free regime is established with China, Hungary, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan (up to 30 days), India, the Republic of Korea and Vietnam (up to 60 days), Brazil, Latvia, Poland, Romania, Singapore, Slovakia, Estonia, Kuwait and Turkey (up to 90 days). Citizens of these countries (except India) who hold diplomatic passports and are accredited as employees of diplomatic missions or consular offices of their countries located on the territory of Uzbekistan, as well as members of their families have the right to enter and stay without visas for the entire period of work.
6. Introduced the system of issuing electronic entry visas (www.e-visa.gov.uz) for foreign citizens, which has simplified the procedure of issuing visas (list of countries in Attachment 1). It gives to an applicant option to choose between "tourism" and "business trip" (screenshot is enclosed). If the visitor is going to attend just the CESS conference, they can choose "business trip". If besides the conference they have plans to visit touristic places in Uzbekistan, visit other cities then they can also choose "tourism" as the purpose of their travel.
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About e-visa
When passing the State Border of the Republic of Uzbekistan and while staying in the country, foreign citizen must present a valid travel document (passport) and electronic visa in printed or electronic form.
Electronic visa is issued in accordance with a valid travel document certifying the identity, and valid only upon presentation of such document.
In case if there is a discrepancy in the information in the issued electronic visa and travel document certifying the identity of the foreign citizen, the electronic visa is considered invalid.
Foreign citizens are responsible for the information presented in the request for obtaining electronic visa. For consideration of the application for an e-visa, a consular fee of $ 20 is collected via integrated into the portal international payment systems. In this case, the applicant does not have to be a cardholder. The amount of the consular fee is charged only for consideration of the application for an e-visa and is not refundable. A foreign citizen may be denied an e-visa in cases established by the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan. In this case, the corresponding refusal notice is sent to the e-mail address of the foreign citizen.
When applying for electronic visa, foreign citizens with dual or multiple citizenship must choose the travel document of the country, using which they plan to enter the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
The result of processing of the request to be sent to the applicant's email address.
About the web-portal
The official portal of the electronic visa of the Republic of Uzbekistan operates at www.e-viza.gov.uz.
The portal operates in three languages: English, Uzbek and Russian.
Processing of electronic visa via web-portal is carried out in two stages: making request and providing response.
Filling the request for processing of electronic visa to the Republic of Uzbekistan is carried out in the following order:
In the section «Country», applicants need to select country of nationality, type of the travel document and purpose of visit;
In the section «Dates» applicants need to select period of stay in the Republic of Uzbekistan;
In the section «Personal data» applicants need to put in their biographical information;
In the section «Photo and passport», applicants need to upload facial photo and a copy of the travel document main data page;
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In the section «Activation», applicants need to put in their email address.
In the section «Payment», applicants need to make payment of the consular fee via the international payment system Visa.
If, according to international agreements concluded by the Republic of Uzbekistan, a foreign citizen has the right to visit the Republic of Uzbekistan on a visa-free basis, the treatment process is interrupted by the portal until the moment of payment and notifies the user that there is no need to issue a visa.
If the country of the foreign citizen is not included in the list of countries with a simplified procedure for issuing a visa, the system notifies the user about the need to contact the appropriate foreign institution of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
Entering of personal data is carried out in English according to the data of the valid travel document with which the foreign citizen plans to enter the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The uploaded face image must comply with the recommendations of the International Civil Aviation Organization's DOC9303.
An electronic copy of the data page of the travel document must be readable (the file size is not more than 500 Kb).
Activation of application for registration of an electronic visa is made by entering a digital code sent to the e-mail address of a foreign citizen.
The consular fee is paid with the international payment card. After payment of the state duty, a message on the successful acceptance into the processing of its data is sent to the e-mail address of the foreign citizen.
The web portal provides the ability to track the status of the call.
If a positive decision is taken to issue an electronic visa, the generated electronic visa will be sent to the e-mail address of the foreign citizen in pdf format.
In case of refusal to issue an electronic visa to the e-mail address of a foreign citizen, a message is sent on the need to apply to the foreign office of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

8. Uzbekistan and Japan issue visas without consular fees on the mutual basis.
